REGULAR BOARD MEETING MINUTES

A regular meeting by the Board of Trustees for the Village of Belmont was held on Wednesday, March 01, 2023 and called to order by Village President Brad Bockhop at 7:00 PM in the Community Building.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Present were Trustees Kay Austin, Kathy Riechers, Mark Pinch, Jason Brecker, Derek Riechers and Dennis Popp.  Also present were Deputy Clerk-Treasurer, Cheryl Logsdon, and Public Works Director Tony Kunz.
Verification was given by Ms. Logsdon that the meeting had been properly noticed.
A motion was made by Popp seconded by Austin to approve the agenda, minutes from the last board meeting, Clerk-Treasurer’s financial report, and the lists of invoices for payment.  Motion carried.
Citizen’s Comments – There was no one present.
President Bockhop – Brad had nothing to report.
Dan Dreessens of Delta 3 Engineering – Dan reviewed and provided detail on the bid results and presented Delta 3’s recommendation to award the bid for the Liberty Ridge 1St Addition Street & Utility Construction Contract.  After discussion a motion by Brecker seconded by Popp to moved to Agenda Item 10 - A - 3.  Motion carried.  
A motion was made by Pinch and seconded by Austin to award the bid to Temperly Excavating for Contract #2023-1 – Installation of Sanitary Sewer, Street Excavation, and implementation of Erosion Control, #2023-1A – Installation of Water Main Construction water valves and fire hydrants, and #2023-1B – Installing Water Services and Sanitary Sewer Laterals.  Total of all 3 contracts is equal to $655,804 for the Liberty Ridge, 1st Addition Street & Utility Construction Project subject to a value engineering review of the project.   
Roll call: 7-0.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Brecker seconded by Pinch to award the bid to Temperly Excavating for Contract #2023-2 totaling $410,139.20 for the installation and Street Construction of the Storm Water Management Plan for the Liberty Ridge Subdivision subject to a value engineering review of the project.  Roll call: 7-0. Motion carried.
Motion by Brecker seconded by D. Riechers to move back to Agenda Items 7 – c. Motion carried.
Director of Public Works, Tony Kunz – Tony discussed the need to start looking at creating a Solar Energy ordinance within the Village.   Discussed the sale of property at 311 E. Wisconsin Avenue having a combined water lateral service with residential address of 208 Hazel Street.  Village Board directed  the Public Work Director to contact parties involved and request this issue be resolved sooner than later.

Trustees –. Trustees had nothing to report.
A motion was made by Austin and seconded by Popp to approve a new Class “A” Retailer’s Fermented Malt Beverage & Class “A” Retailer’s Intoxicating Liquor License effective March 1st – June 30, 2023 for Kwik Trip.  Roll call: 7-0.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Brecker and seconded by K. Riechers to approve a new Cigarette & Tobacco Products Retail License effective March 1st – June 30, 2023 for Kwik Trip.   Roll call: 7-0.  Motion carried.

At 8:17 PM a motion was made by Brecker and seconded by K. Riechers to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
