REGULAR BOARD MEETING MINUTES

A Public Hearing by the Board of Trustees for the Village of Belmont was held on Wednesday, November 2, 2022 and called to order by Village President Brad Bockhop at 7 PM in the Community Building.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Present were Trustees Kay Austin, Jason Brecker, Kathy Riechers, Mark Pinch, Dennis Popp and Derek Riechers.  Also present were Public Works Director, Tony Kunz, Police Chief Kurt Malott and Clerk-Treasurer, Julie Abing.
The purpose of the Public Hearing was to hear any public comments regarding a proposed increase to the sewer use charges.  There were no members of the public present.

At 7:06 PM, a motion was made by Brecker and seconded by Austin to adjourn from the public hearing and continue with the regular board meeting.  Motion carried. 

Verification was given by Ms. Abing that the meeting had been properly noticed.
A motion was made by Popp seconded by Austin to approve the agenda, the minutes from the last board meeting, the Clerk-Treasurer’s financial report, and the lists of invoices for payment.  Motion carried.
Citizen’s Comments – There was no one present.
President Bockhop had nothing to report.
Kurt Malott presented the October Police Report.

Dan Dreessens of Delta 3 Engineering presented & reviewed Ordinance #256 to repeal & recreate Section 10.02(14)(g) of the Municipal Code of the Village of Belmont, relating to Sewer Service Charges.  A motion was made by Pinch seconded by K. Riechers to, as recommended by Delta 3 Engineering, approve Ordinance #256 to repeals & recreate Section 10.02(14)(g) of the Municipal Code of the Village of Belmont, relating to Sewer Service Charges.  Roll call: all “aye”.  Motion carried.
Dan Dreessens of Delta 3 Engineering present a Change Order #1 by Kueter Equipment Co.  A motion was made by Brecker seconded by Popp to, as recommended by Delta 3 Engineering, approve the Change Order #1 by Kueter Equipment Co. in the amount of $8,190.28 for extra rock excavating and an additional watermain connection at Market and Washington Street.
  Motion carried.
Dan Dreessens of Delta 3 Engineering present a 2nd payment application by Kueter Equipment Co.  A motion was made by D. Riechers seconded by Austin to, as recommended by Delta 3 Engineering, approve Payment Application #2 by Kueter Equipment Co. in the amount of $67,320.41 for work completed thru October 25, 2022 on the Washington Street Watermain Replacement project.  Roll call:  all “aye”.  Motion carried.

President Bockhop reported on the Joint Review Board Meeting held on November 1, 2022.

A motion by Austin seconded by D. Riechers to approve the renewal of the Ambulance/Emergency Medical Services Agreement dated 12/01/2022-11/30/2023.  Motion carried.
A motion by K. Riechers seconded by Pinch to approve the ETF Resolution for Inclusion Under the Income Continuation Insurance Plan.  This benefit will be offered to all ETF eligible employees as long as the premium holiday stays in effect and causes no increase tax burden to residents.  At the time that the premium holiday ends, the Village Board will re-visit and decide if their obligation to this benefit will end or if the benefit will continue at the Villages expense.  Motion carried.
