REGULAR BOARD MEETING MINUTES


A regular meeting by the Board of Trustees for the Village of Belmont was held on Wednesday, July 20, 2022 and called to order by Village President Brad Bockhop at 7:00 PM in the Community Building.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Present were Trustees Kay Austin, Kathy Riechers, Mark Pinch, Dennis Popp, and Derek Riechers.  Also present were Dan Dreessens, Kurt Malott, Tony Kunz, and Julie Abing.  Trustee Brecker was absent.
Verification was given by Ms. Abing that the meeting had been properly noticed.
A motion was made by K. Riechers seconded by Popp to approve the agenda, the minutes from the last board meeting, the Clerk-Treasurer’s financial report, and the lists of invoices for payment.  Motion carried.
Citizen’s Comments – There was no one present.
President Bockhop had nothing to report.
Police Chief Malott reviewed his monthly police report.

Dan Dreessens from Delta 3 Engineering reviewed the 1st payment request for Kueter Equipment Company for the Washington Street Watermain Replacement Project.  
Tony reported that he did not receive any bids for the Village’s Seal Coating requests for 2022.  He discussed with Lafayette County Highway Department, and they have agreed to seal coat Walnut, Chestnut, Spring and Wood Streets for the Village.

Clerk-Treasurer Abing presented quotes for a new copier, phone system and bottled water service.  She also reported on renewing Certificate of Deposits for Cemetery, EMS Fund & Fidelity Bank & Trust CD’s.  
Trustee K. Riechers inquired about the ownership, noise, and condition of the facility at 351 S. Mound Avenue. 
Trustee Austin reported on Tourism Committee Meeting held on July 12, 2022.

A motion was made by Pinch seconded by Austin to approve 2-year operator’s licenses for Payton M Gratz (Rippers).  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Austin seconded by Popp to convene into closed session pursuant to WI Stat § 19.85 (1)(c) for considering employment, promotion, compensation, and performance evaluation.  Roll call: All “aye”. Motion carried.
A motion was made by D. Riechers seconded by Austin to reconvene into open session.  Roll call: All “aye”. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Austin seconded by Popp to grant the pre-negotiated compensation to the Village-Clerk Position.  Motion carried.
